	Character development (in writing)

“How do different traits (lines, shapes, etc) create different characters?”

	
BUMPS AND DETOURS IN THE ROAD: What about this road may not lead all students to destination?

	Representation:


Text is barrier to learning because of students’ language-based disabilities


	Expression: 

Students can’t express what they know about character development (and teacher’s can’t assess) because writing is the only option for them at this point.
	Engagement:


Students not motivated to write – not proud of their work. Teachers are disengaged because tools they use are not working or engaging students.



	
RECALCULATING ROUTE: How does the art form provide multiple means of Representation, Expression and Engagement?

	Representation:

Artist models how to create superheroes visually through cartooning. Students see how specific traits can be represented through lines, shapes, colors, etc.


	Expression:


Students demonstrate their understanding of how different lines, shapes and colors can represent character traits through interpretation and discussion. Students create superheroes. 

	Engagement:

Students made choices to create their own superheroes, engaged in character development by looking at each other’s work and discussing it, teacher has new way of knowing what students know.

	
“YOU ARRIVED AT YOUR DESTINATION”: Did the students reach the destination? How do you know?

	· Teachers noticed an increase in students’ creative writing/brainstorming (source: artist curriculum alignment form).

· Students are proud of their artwork (source: artist curriculum alignment form, students gave up their computer period to share artwork with school visitors).

· Samples of student work and writing.
· Teachers’ comments in post-residency surveys.
